You should finish the wall hanging top 

in the class. Cost $20 plus pattern. fabric can come from your stash. Date: Wednesday,

Whim Wall Hanging  
  

Make a watercolour plus applique wall hanging in one day using the Quilt Kit. The Kit provides 

fabric pre-sorted into light, medium and dark, applique fabric, a layout graph and instruc-

tions. Quilt fuse and steam a seam is needed to finish the project. I will guide you through 

the process of making this wall hanging and you should finish the top at this class. Cost: $15 

plus the pattern kit, quilt fuse and steam a seam. Choice of 4 different patterns.
